Paperboard (cereal/shoe boxes)
Milk/Juice Cartons
Cardboard/Brown Paper Bags
Plastic Bottles and Containers Numbered #1-7
Soda/Juice/Water Bottles (glass or plastic)
Milk Jugs, Bleach/Detergent, Shampoo Bottles
Food containers (cottage cheese/margarine/yogurt)
Glass Bottles/Jars (any color)
Aluminum (pie plates/trays/foil)

Metal Cans (tin/steel/aluminum)

All Cans Must be Empty and Non-Hazardous

What NOT to include:

No Plastic Bags*, No plastic film of any type
No cellophane, clear wrap or shrink wrap
No Unmarked Plastics (laundry baskets/chairs/toys)
No Window Glass/Mirrors/Light Bulbs
No Dishes, No Pyrex, No Ceramics
No Foam Packaging (peanuts) A
No Styrofoam - even if it has this symbol: £8)
No Hazardous Material or Universal Waste
No Recyclables Containing Food Waste
No Trash, Furniture or Appliances

*Recycling bins for plastic bags are
located at your local grocery store.
