7:30 P.M. Chair McCausland called the meeting to order and asked for the 
Pledge to the Flag.

Chair McCausland asked for a moment of silence for those who died in the tragedy of 
September 11, 2001, in Washington DC, New York City, and Pennsylvania.

Councilor Priest moved, Councilor Lowe seconded, to approve the minutes of 
September 4, 2001. The motion carried with eight (8) yeas.

Manager’s Report: 
 
Chief Hinton and Chief Howard discussed the events of the week, what occurred and the 
precautions taken in Brunswick and at the Naval Station to deal with this U.S. tragedy. 
 

1) Certificate of Appreciation:  Kelly Davis 
 
Bob Annese, former Police Commander, and Chief Hinton presented a plaque to Kelly 
Davis for her work on the Vest-A-Dog program.

2) Presentation on Chamberlain Statue 
 
Dick Morrell gave an update on the Chamberlain Statue.  They have raised two-thirds of 
two hundred thousand dollars ($200,000) needed for the project.  The Pejepscot 
Historical Society and the Committee approved the statue design.  It is being worked, and 
a tentative schedule is for the site work in summer 2002 and the project finished by fall 
2002. 
 

3) Utility Location Permit: Verizon 
 
John Foster discussed the two utility location permits for Verizon and Maine Natural Gas. 
 
Councilor Lowe moved, Councilor Priest seconded, to approve the utility location 
permit for Verizon. The motion carried with eight (8) yeas.

Chair McCausland opened the public hearing; hearing no comments, he closed the public 
hearing. 
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Councilor Moll moved, Councilor Priest seconded, to approve the Alcoholic 
Beverage Licenses for Sam’s Italian Foods, Bangkok Garden Restaurant, Bombay 
Mahal, and the Great Impasta.  The motion carried with eight (8) yeas.

135. The Town Council will hear a proposal to amend the Planning Board 

Ordinance to abolish the associate member status on the Planning Board and 
increase the number of voting members to seven.  (TABLED ITEM) 

 
Mr. Gerrish said under the current ordinance there are seven (7) members of which two 
(2) are associates, who can only vote if a regular member is not present.  Dick Morrell 
requested the Council look at this issue and abolish the associate member status. 
 
Rita Worthing, Chair of Planning Board, said the Planning Board voted on this issue and 
it was five (5) to two (2) against abolishing the associate status.  The two associates voted 
to abolish it.  She feels this is trying to fix something that is not broken.  If there is to be a 
change, it should be applied to all the boards. 
 
Edward Hawes, Vice Chair of Planning Board, felt the Planning Board works well the 
way it is. 
 
George Hunter, Associate Planning Board member, spoke in favor of abolishing 
associate member status.  He stated he voted more often than not, but voting is totally 
random.  The vote is a way to be made accountable for opinions members provide. 
 
Carol Liscovitz, Planning Board member, spoke against making any changes since the 
schedule is so intense it cannot be expected that members can make all meetings so an 
associate member’s role comes into play when there is a need for a quorum. 
 
Dick Morrell said he suggested this change since he feels that the associate position 
should be looked at on all boards.  When he was seeking people to serve on committees, 
they did not want to be associates if it meant that they would not get to vote at the end of 
the debate. 
 
Mr. Gerrish discussed the difference between the Zoning Appeals Board’s and the 
Welfare Appeals Board’s associate members who attend only if a regular member is 
unable to make it.  In addition, decisions are made at a single meeting, whereas the 
Planning Board can have multiple meetings on one item. 
 
The Council discussed this issue and felt that more information needed to be gathered on 
associate members for the various boards.  They also wanted to review ways to lessen the 
burden of the Planning Board’s work load. 
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The Council decided to carry this item over until a future date after the research can be 
completed.

141. The Town Council will discuss a Capital Outlay Request for possible 

improvements to the River Road S curves, and will take any appropriate 
action.   

 
Mr. Gerrish discussed the S Curve on River Road. There is a proposal for condominiums 
to go on River Road, and the Planning Board has approved Phase 1 of the project, with 
the developer putting in a left hand turn.  The developer then cannot do anything else 
until the S curve issue is addressed.  The developer is willing to split the cost of 
improvements to the S curve on a 50/50 basis.  He read a petition from citizens in that 
area who would like to have any decision postponed until a Councilor from District 4 is 
elected.

Councilor Gleason recused himself on this issue since he is the realtor broker of record 
for other property owned by the developer, which will pose a conflict of interest if he 
markets this property as well. 
 
Councilor Feldman expressed he may have a conflict of interest since he works for 
Gleason Realty, but he does not represent the developer. 
 
After discussion, Chair McCausland ruled that Councilor Feldman did not have a conflict 
of interest. 
 
The Council postponed any decisions on this item until the Councilor for District 4 had 
been elected. 
 
142. The Town Council will review the Order For Formation of A Committee to 

Propose A Reapportionment Ordinance, and will take any appropriate 
action.  

 
Councilor Priest moved, Councilor Feldman seconded, to adopt the Order For 
Formation of a Committee to Propose a Reapportionment Ordinance. . The motion 
carried with eight (8) yeas.

that appointment will be given to the Town Clerk. 
 
143. The Town Council will hear a proposal regarding the Anniversary Park 

Dedicated Funds and will take any appropriate action.   
 
Mr. Gerrish asked this item be tabled so the Recreation Director could have more time to 
research it. 
 
Councilor Moll moved, Councilor Priest seconded, to table this item until additional 
information can be gathered.  The motion carried with eight (8) yeas.   
 
144. The Town Council will set a public hearing regarding closure of Sawyer 

Road.   
 
Mr. Gerrish said in the past the town has closed Sawyer Road at Sawyer Park during the 
winter months, to relieve the town of the responsibility of winter maintenance.  The 
Council will need to set a public hearing on the closure to continue this practice. 
 
Councilor Feldman moved, Councilor Sartoris seconded, to set a public hearing 
regarding the closure of the Sawyer Road. The motion carried with eight (8) yeas.   
 
145. The Town Council will amend the Personnel Ordinance to add the Deputy 

Finance Director position to the list of employees eligible for compensatory 
time.  

 
Councilor Lowe moved, Councilor Feldman seconded, to set a public hearing for 
October 1 to take comments on amending the Personnel Ordinance to add the 
Deputy Finance Director position to the list of employees eligible for compensatory 
time.  The motion carried with eight (8) yeas.   
 
146. The Town Council will select their voting delegates for the Maine Municipal 

Association Annual Business Meeting.  
 
Councilor Feldman moved, Councilor Lowe seconded, to nominate Don Gerrish as 
the Voting Delegate to the Maine Municipal Association Annual Business Meeting.  
The motion carried with eight (8) yeas.   
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147. The Town Council will authorize the Town Manager to sign the release deed 

for a tax lien from 1940. 
 
Councilor Feldman moved, Councilor Sartoris seconded, to authorize the Town 
Manager to sign a release deed for a tax lien.  The motion carried with eight (8) 
yeas.
