Conservation Dates:
June 6th 7am- 9am Shoreline Survey Maquoit Bay Wharton’s Point

June 7th 8am- 10am Shoreline Survey Middle Bay Simpsons Point

June 20th 9am- 11am Remove seed from Thomas Point Beach and place in Harpswell Cove.    

June 21st 9am- 11am Green Crab Survey New Meadows River Sawyer Park. 
Fall conservation dates will be established at the September BMRC Meeting. 

The following are restrictions that apply to all growing areas within Brunswick.  The Definition of the shellfish under the current ordinance is Soft shell Clams and Quahogs.  For any information pertaining to other species of shellfish please contact the Maine Department of Marine Resources at 18002324733.
WEEKEND Harvesting- Commercial shellfish harvesting of Softshell Clams, Quahogs & Oysters is strictly prohibited.   
NIGHT HARVESTING: (1 hour prior to sunrise and 1 hour after sunset) is prohibited within the Town of Brunswick. 
WINTER QUAHOG HARVESTING: The harvesting of quahogs from December 1st to April 1st is strictly prohibited. 
The following is a list of open and closed areas within the jurisdictional limits of Brunswick.
All Seasonal Closures are in effect for a detailed list stay on the line:  
MIDDLE BAY:  Paul’s marina seasonal closure, which is seasonally closed 4/15 thru 11/1 due to summer marina activity. It is closed from a red painted post located at  the bend in Blackstone Club Road then Westerly to another red painted post stationed on the Northern tip of Gallows Island then back easterly to red painted post stationer near Sunset Way. 

THOMAS POINT BEACH: is closed for softshell clam, quahog, and oysters conservation from line drawn from a red post at Howards Point south westerly to the Green US Coast Guard channel marker, then west to the Red US Coast Guard channel marker, then directly west to a red post on the Beverly Ouellette property.   
LONG REACH (Locally know as Robbie’s) There are currently no closures within the Jurisdictional limits of Brunswick from Princess point tip to Breezy Point.
WOODWARD COVE & COOMBS ISLAND :  There are currently no closures in this area.  
NORTHEAST MAQUOIT BAY:  Northeast Maquoit bay has been reclassified to a rainfall conditional area.  This area will automatically close upon reaching a 1 inch of rain in any 24 hour period.  Please be sure to call the Maine Department of Marine Resources Hotline at 18002324733 during any rain event to ensure that this has remained open for harvest.  
UPPER HARPSWELL COVE : is in a restricted abatement closure status form a line beginning at a red post stationed 100 feet north of the end of Osprey Lane, then running southeast to a red painted post at the end of the Brunswick Executive Airport Fence. 
BUNGANUC CREEK  This area is closed for pollution from a line beginning at a red painted post stationed near the old duck blind on the Kanwit property running south westerly to another red painted post stationed near Henshaws Wharf. 
NEW MEADOWS RIVER (Seasonally closed 5/1 thru 11/15): This area is seasonal closed due to summer marina activity from May 1st to November 15th of each year. It is closed for the potential pollution impacts from a line beginning at Rosedale Point is West Bath and extending Southwesterly to a large wood and rock crib dock on the Brunswick Shore, Then Southerly to the railroad trestle in the Lower New Meadows Lake.  This closure does include Bullrock, Horse Pen Coves, and a small portion of the Lower New Meadows Lake. .
NEW MEADOWS LAKE   Harvesting through the ice and at night is strictly prohibited.
