Prior to January 15 the Town Clerk shall make available letters of intent to all individuals wishing to apply for a commercial shellfish licenses.  The Letter of intent shall be returned to the town Clerk no later than the 2nd Friday in March.





A person must supply two forms of identification with current residence when filing 





Prior to this date, the BMRC will set the number of commercial licenses available by using the standing crop analysis, historical harvest data, and public input prior to the first Friday in March.  





This is the last day for conservation to be completed.  Harvesters who did not hold a license during the shellfishing year do not need to complete conservation to be eligible to apply for a license  





A lottery will be drawn on the 4th Tuesday for any remaining licenses. Numbers attached to names will be drawn and license will be issued. Lottery winners will have until the next day  to purchase their license. 





Licenses will begin to be issued on the 1st Wednesday in April and continue for ten business days. During that time any class may come purchase their license.
